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Résumé

The Skolem Problem asks how to determine algorithmically whether a given linear re-
currence sequence (such as the Fibonacci numbers) has a zero. It is a central question
in dynamical systems and number theory, and has many connections to other branches of
mathematics and computer science. Unfortunately, its decidability has been open for nearly
a century! In this talk, I will present a survey of what is known on the Skolem Problem and
related questions, including recent and ongoing developments.
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
